Fabrics & Supplies:  
 

●​ Moon 1/4 yd white fabric 
●​ Cat 1/8 yd black fabric 
●​ Night sky 1/8 yd grey fabric 
●​ 10” x 14” backing and batting 
●​ fabric for hanging sleeve 
●​ 3 different colored pencils or highlighters 
●​ 1/8 yd binding fabric 
●​ Neutral thread for piecing 
●​ Add a Quarter ruler, optional but helpful 
●​ General sewing and paper piecing supplies 
●​ Sewing machine and sewing supplies

Notes: Seams are ¼”.  Stitch length 1.5 to 1.7 
 

●​ Print pattern pieces on newsprint or lightweight printer paper. 
●​ Use the Coloring Sheet to plan your block. 
●​ Mark your pieces with colored pencils or highlighters. 
●​ Follow the instructions on the pattern to piece 3 separate units. 
●​ Then sew the 3 units together.

●​ Trim to 8.5” x 12.5” square. 
 

●​ Bind as desired.
